After pluggingin the power plugand connecting the power supply, theice
maker enters the standby state, and presses the key “ "shortto start the
ice making function. Press “ [@]” and hold for 3 seconds to start the cleaning
function. The lighting “ ¥& "operationisindependent,anditcan be turned
on/offin standby mode, ice making mode and cleaning mode. Ice-making
mode and cleaning mode can't be switched with each other, only one mode
can be exited before the next mode can be started.

4. After pluggingin the power plugand connecting the power supply, theice
maker enters the standby state. Press the key “ "for 3 seconds, and the
indicator light "will always be on to start the cleaning function. The water
will start circulating cleaning, and the cleaning function will automatically end
after 5 minutes.

3.Atworking ready state, press” " to makeice,the“"indicatorlightwill
be on when makingice. Press*® " for 3 seconds can stop makingice.
4.During theice making process, the amount ofice stored in the drawer can be
observed through the transparent window.

5.Forthefirstuse,ifithas beenused for1weekorhasnotbeenusedforan
extended period, itisrecommended the machine cleaned before makingice,
additionally, itisrecommended to discard the ice made in the first hour.




6.During the ice making process, ifthe“ "indicationison, theice maker will
stop working, reminding you to add water to the inner tank or side water tank of
theice maker. After adding water, a long press of the power button“ [@] "to turn
off the machinefirst, and then turn on theice making function again, otherwise it
will take a long time or stay in the water shortage reminder state.

7.After the ice making functionis turned off, the compressor will stop first, the
internal motor will delay for 2-3 minutes, and the ice bucket will be automatically
emptied and then shut down.

How To Use The Side Water Tank
